Ç The ABC has recently completed a vast 

review and overhaul of its rules and 

regulations

Ç Largely unchanged since the agencyõs 

creation in 1963.  

Ç The regulations took effect on June 7, 2010 

and are now being enforced across the state.  



THE NATURE OF REGULATIONS

Issues now addressed:

Ç Internet advertising

Ç Email solicitations

Ç Production of wine and spirits by local 

businesses within Tennessee.  



Licensing

Ç Must have a manufacturerõs or importerõs 

representative permit 

Ç Manufacturers located within the state, including 

distilleries and wineries, must obtain a state license



Licensing

Ç Manufacturers located outside of the state must 

obtain a ònonresident sellersõ permitó from the ABC 

and must register their brands with the Tennessee 

Department of Revenue, in order to ship products into 

the state.

Ç Registration of a brand with T D R is NOT enough 

to start selling the brand.   Supplier  MUST have a non -

resident sellerõs permit



Activity in Retail Stores

Persons holding a manufacturersõ representative 

permit have specific limitations in retail stores.  

Specifically:

Ç They may NOT solicit orders from anyone except a 

licensed wholesaler

Ç They may NOT provide any service to a retailer ð

whether on or off premise ðexcept as specifically 

provided in the rules of the ABC. (see Tied House 

Section)
